al economy US$10 trillion. The ministry 
urged like-minded partners to continue 
working with Taiwan to ensure peace and 
stability in the Indo-Pacific and safeguard 
the shared values of the democratic world.

Co-organized by the MOFA 
and Taipei City-based Foundation of 
Women’s Rights Promotion and De-
velopment, this year’s forum brought 
together over 100 participants from 
multiple countries, the MOFA said.
