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Following the innovation and popularization of digital technology in recent years,
new media have not only challenged the dominant role of traditional media but also
created a huge impact in all aspects of society. The interplay between new media and
innovative technology has brought about discussions across a diverse spectrum of fields,
ranging from information security, laws and regulations, interactions between social
groups, consumer behavior, and state governance.

As a result of this development, the Master’s Program of Global Communication
and Innovation Technology (GCIT) was established at National Chengchi University
(NCCU) in February 2022. It is the first international and interdisciplinary graduate
program in Taiwan to train comprehensive communication skills in new media technology
by incorporating faculty and resources from five of NCCU'’s colleges: Communication,
Informatics, Law, Liberal Arts, and Innovation.

Additionally, GCIT provides the most advanced facilities and bilingual education,
with courses in both English and Chinese. Through new media innovation and creative
training from domestic and international experts in academia and industry, together with
cooperation and mutual exchange with partner universities, our goal is to cultivate
outstanding media talent with both local awareness and global vision who can also
incorporate knowledge from the fields of humanities, social sciences, and communication
technology.

The future career of GCIT graduates includes, but is not limited to, the public sector,
domestic and international enterprises, non-profit organizations, international media,
media management in the R & D divisions, and content production on social media
platforms. We hope to equip our students with the practical and professional skills to take
on the challenges of the rapid development of global new media by reporting, producing,
and integrating content using the best communication technology to date.

- Documents proving special achievements (achievement award certificates, the
related academic publication awarded works, proofs for scholarships, working
experience, letters of recommendation, etc.)

- All application materials must be written in English. Should there be any
application materials written in a language other than Chinese or English, please
enclose a Chinese or English translation for the certificates, and Chinese or
English abstract (300 words maximum) for the publications and works. For video
work, please upload it to the online video sharing platform such as YouTube and
provide the title of the work and the URL on a separate A4 sheet of paper.
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-The online or on-site interviews will be conducted on 19th Nov. 2022 for qualified
applicants. Detailed information about the interview will be provided in the
notification letter/email (Please confirm that your contact information is correct).
Those who are eligible can choose to start their study at NCCU in Feb. 2023
instead of Sep. 2023.

- Chinese Language Proficiency Requirements: International students applying for
the Master’s Program in Global Communication and Innovation Technology
(GCIT) are required to pass the Test of Chinese as a Foreign Language (TOCFL)
at Level 2 before graduation or take and pass four semesters of NCCU
Mandarin Special Course (one course per semester) before graduation according
to the “NCCU Admission Guidelines for International Students.”
