TIHTC INTRODUCTION

Taiwan International Healthcare Training Center (TIHTC) was established in 2002 by the Ministry of Health
and Welfare (MOHW), and has been administered by Taipei Hospital, MOHW since its inception.

TRAINING OVERVIEW

This training is co-organized by Taiwan Society for Burn Injuries and Wound Healing

Effective burn care requires multidisciplinary coordination, specialized clinical protocols, and long-term
rehabilitation planning. This project training introduces comprehensive burn injuries management, from acute
care to recovery and system-level organization.

Drawing on Taiwan’s clinical experience, the program covers burn prevention strategies, acute burn treatment,
wound care principles, infection control, and rehabilitation planning. Participants will also explore how burn
care services are integrated within broader emergency and trauma systems.

@ Fill out the online application form and upload supporting documents
In case of missing documents, the applicant is required to submit them within 2
weeks of receiving notice, otherwise the application will be considered invalid and
may be rejected.
